Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

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TENNESSEE CHAPTER RIDE 
 

Another trip has been completed. This time not quite so successful. Norm Lake, Bob Weckel, Tony Jackson, Dave 
Brasmer and myself left here on Oct. 14th for our planned trip to Tennessee. The first day was just over 500 miles to 
Frankfort KY for a stay in a motel. Leaving early on Saturday we headed for Kingsport TN for a five night stay in a 
(not so good) motel. After a short rest, we rode another 50 miles to the Parks Mill outside of Abingdon, VA for a visit 
with the owner and a tour of the mill. After some ice cream, we went to supper near Bristol and back to the motel for 
the night. 
 
On Sunday, we toured the Natural Tunnel State Park in VA and rode the chair lift to the bottom of the canyon. An 
850 foot long natural tunnel that is appx.175 feet wide and 100 feet high is located in the bottom of the canyon and 
there has been a railroad bed layed thru the tunnel. No extra excavation was necessary. This is still used a few 
times a day by coal trains heading east. 
 
Sunday afternoon found us at the Kingsport high school meeting up with chapter TN-C for their weekend dinner ride.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

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TENNESSEE CHAPTER RIDE 
 

Another trip has been completed. This time not quite so successful. Norm Lake, Bob Weckel, Tony Jackson, Dave 
Brasmer and myself left here on Oct. 14th for our planned trip to Tennessee. The first day was just over 500 miles to 
Frankfort KY for a stay in a motel. Leaving early on Saturday we headed for Kingsport TN for a five night stay in a 
(not so good) motel. After a short rest, we rode another 50 miles to the Parks Mill outside of Abingdon, VA for a visit 
with the owner and a tour of the mill.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

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TENNESSEE CHAPTER RIDE

850 foot long natural tunnel that is appx.175 feet wide and 100 feet high is located in the bottom of the canyon and 
there has been a railroad bed layed thru the tunnel. No extra excavation was necessary. This is still used a few 
times a day by coal trains heading east. 
 
Sunday afternoon found us at the Kingsport high school meeting up with chapter TN-C for their weekend dinner ride.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

Thinking Safety for November  
 

Well, we definitely are into the fall season with the weather becoming more erratic. I know some of us ride throughout the wi nter 
months when weather permits, but most of us put our rides in storage until next spring. Now is the time to think about mainte nance 
and preparation for storage and preparing for next riding season. Inspect and list the items that may need attention before n ext sea-
son—tires, battery, light bulb replacement, cables, fluids, etc. This may be a good time to get the bike into the dealership for  those 
replacements we don’t feel comfortable doing ourselves. 
 
Let’s look at some additional suggestions: 
 
-Add a fuel stabilizer to your gas tank and fill with fresh gasoline. This will help reduce the amount of moisture that will c ondense in 

the tank from the warming and cooling temperatures throughout the winter months.  
 
-Attach a battery tender to the battery to keep the battery at full charge during storage. There is a constant discharge of th e battery 
from all the electrical equipment that has a memory for settings, the clock, etc. Check the battery cells (unless you have a sealed 
battery) to keep them filled with distilled water.  

 
-Protect your wing from mice and other critters. I have heard of riders who have had to replace some of the wiring on their bi kes 
from rodent damage. We use moth balls in our combine cab to keep the mice out and it seems to work. I have also heard that dr yer 
sheets will discourage mice.  
 
-Change oil and filter:  We all know oil changes after so many miles are important. As you run your engine, the oil gets conta minated 
from the gases that sneak by the pistons and create acid deposits in the oil. These deposits are not good, especially for aluminum 
parts. Since we have aluminum parts, we should change the oil before winter storage.  

 
Some prefer to occasionally start the engines in cold weather. Unless you ride the bike long enough to get up to operating te mpera-
ture for 30 minutes or so, there will be moisture collecting inside the engine. (Some will collect regardless of the time rid den.) Since 
we put in fresh oil to preserve the parts, why pollute it by running the engine? When you start a cold engine, the clearance is larger 
between the piston and cylinder walls; and as cold gasoline is brought into the combustion chamber, some of the fuel will con dense 
on the cold cylinder wall and end up in the crankcase to pollute the new oil.  
 
Finally, clean and polish all parts and cover the bike with a waterproof, breathable cover.  

 
As you prepare your bike for winter, also consider your riding gear.  
 
-Use mild soap and water to clean the liner in your helmet. Many have a removable liner that can be taken out to clean more ea sily. 

 
-Clean your riding gear per instructions. Some jackets have to be hand washed and air dried. Be sure to read the labels before tossing 
them in the washing machine to avoid possible damage. 
 

-Clean and polish your riding boots. Do they need new rubber on the sole? Take time to inspect and have them ready for the fir st 
ride. 

 

-Reflective vests usually can be hand washed and air dried but again read the label. After drying, they need to be on a hanger . If you 
fold them, they tend to stick together.

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TENNESSEE CHAPTER RIDE 
 

Another trip has been completed. This time not quite so successful. Norm Lake, Bob Weckel, Tony Jackson, Dave 
Brasmer and myself left here on Oct. 14th for our planned trip to Tennessee. The first day was just over 500 miles to 
Frankfort KY for a stay in a motel. Leaving early on Saturday we headed for Kingsport TN for a five night stay in a 
(not so good) motel. After a short rest, we rode another 50 miles to the Parks Mill outside of Abingdon, VA for a visit 
with the owner and a tour of the mill. After some ice cream, we went to supper near Bristol and back to the motel for 
the night. 
 
On Sunday, we toured the Natural Tunnel State Park in VA and rode the chair lift to the bottom of the canyon. An 
850 foot long natural tunnel that is appx.175 feet wide and 100 feet high is located in the bottom of the canyon and 
there has been a railroad bed layed thru the tunnel. No extra excavation was necessary. This is still used a few 
times a day by coal trains heading east. 
 
Sunday afternoon found us at the Kingsport high school meeting up with chapter TN-C for their weekend dinner ride. 
With their 6 bikes and 12 people, our five and five, it was the best ride we have ever been on. All the roads, about 
112 miles, were hard surface and very twisty and some so narrow that you could not meet another vehicle without 
one of them stopping to let the other pass.

A local GWRRA member (from the Gold Book) came to the hospital and 
took Dave to Kingsport which was about 65 miles away. 
 
Paul Berube and Gary McKinley left Tuesday morning and drove down to return Dave and his trike to the Quad Cit-
ies. They arrived Tuesday night and stayed in the same motel we were in and were back on the road Wednesday 
morning to the Quads with Dave riding with Paul and Gary driving the van.

We, Norm, Bob, Dave and I, attended TN-C's dinner and chapter meeting on Tuesday night and were treated 
like royalty.  A very interesting meeting and I think we each picked up a few pointers.
